Handbook 2011-2012
Rehearsal/Performance Attendance

Attendance at all regular rehearsals and all performances is required of you as a member of this organization.  Please do not take this responsibility lightly.

An excused absence is defined as personal sickness, injury, or death in the family.  Work, doctor visits, and transportation issues do not classify as excused absences.  In the event of an unexcused absence, the student should notify the band director as soon as possible by phone at 770-443-8008 ext. 31026, by e-mail at tyoung@paulding.k12.ga.us, or by written note immediately upon return to school.  Telling another student to tell the band director why you are not here DOES NOT COUNT AS AN EXCUSE!
Any absences with no explanation will be considered as unexcused and may negatively affect students’ grades and performance participation.   

Two unexcused absences from a rehearsal may result in dismissal from the program.  Any unexcused absence from a performance may result in dismissal from the program.  Unexcused absences will negatively affect student grades. 

ANY student missing two or more rehearsals in any given week (excused OR unexcused) WILL NOT be permitted to perform on that week.  The only exceptions to this rule are extreme circumstances.

Habitual tardiness and/or excused absences from rehearsals/performances will potentially result in dismissal from the program at the director’s and principle’s discretion.  Habitual tardiness and/or excused absences will negatively affect student grades.  

Co-Curricular Class

It is the Paulding County Board of Education Policy that band classes are co-curricular.  Students will receive evaluations for work during scheduled academic hours and rehearsals/performances held outside the normal school day.  Performances are summative evaluations (60%) and rehearsals are formative evaluations (25%).  Final exams will weigh 15%.  Please remember unexcused absences from performances or rehearsals will affect student grades.

General Regulations

~Profanity, disrespectful behavior, use or possession of illegal drugs, alcohol, or tobacco will result in immediate dismissal from the program.

~Cell phones are not to be used at any time during rehearsals or performances.  If seen, the phone will be taken up and returned to a parent/guardian.  If seen again, it will be handed over to the office and further disciplinary action may be taken.

~No sandals, flip flops, boots, or open-toed shoes may be worn at any practice or performance.  Athletic or “tennis” shoes must be worn at all rehearsals WITH socks to prevent foot injury.

~The band uniform will be worn completely at all times unless otherwise instructed by the director.

~No exposed jewelry of any kind may be worn while in uniform.  NO exceptions.

~Hair touching the collar will be completely and neatly tucked into the hat for performances.

~Students will wear tall, black socks while in uniform.  This includes the BOYS concert uniform as well.  Girls must wear black stockings or no socks.
~Students who do not pass uniform inspection will lose performance privileges at that performance and repeat offenses may result in dismissal.

~Marching and concert uniforms will not leave school property in the student’s possession.  They will be turned in at the end of all performances.

~There will be a uniform check done before ALL performances.  Any student not in proper uniform will NOT be allowed to participate in the performance.
~In order to receive a Letter for the letterman jacket, the student must complete two FULL years in the PCHS marching and concert bands.

~In order to receive a pink graduation cord for participation in music, the student must complete two seasons of marching and/or concert band.

Financial Obligations

~All fees must be paid by the scheduled due date.

~Students are required to participate in fundraisers.

~Financial hardship cases must be presented to the boosters in writing in advance of the fee due date.  

~No student will be denied the opportunity to participate due to financial circumstances.  Families must communicate with the boosters/director and take advantage of fundraisers/payment plans that are offered to pay fees.

~Not attempting to meet financial obligations may result in holds on diplomas for seniors and/or denial for participation in any band trips.
Travel Policy

~Students will be released during trips ONLY to parents or legal guardians.  The only exception to this rule is if the band director receives a written note signed by the parent designating another person to transport the student.  This not must be received PRIOR to the day of the trip.
~Parents/guardians must personally sign students out at the end of events with the band director.
~Students will not be allowed to leave events early except in the case of an extreme emergency.

~All students are required to travel TO away events on the provided transportation with the rest of the band.

Commitment

Members of Symphonic Band, Concert Band, Color Guard, and Percussion ensemble are expected to complete a full school year in the programs.  Choosing to resign their position will result in failing grades for students following their resignation.

~Any of the rules and policies above are subject to change or exception in EXTREME circumstances by the band director and school administration only.
