HOW MUCH TIME AND COST IS INVOLVED

There is no “required” amount of time for volunteering.  However, the more people we have working the less everyone has to do.  We all have families, jobs and other responsibilities and I understand how hard it is to commit time to work every football game, event or fund-raiser, but together as a group we can make it happen.  

Most events are scheduled on weekends occasionally some will fall on a week night but all of them are spread out throughout the year.

Typically your time is all the cost involved, however there are instances when we will ask for food donations to help with fund-raisers and events.

BAND FEE: IMPORTANT INFORMATION

The band director and boosters work hard to keep the fees as low as possible, however without them the band would not be able to exist.  Individual statements are emailed whenever possible to help us control cost or handed out during regular scheduled booster meetings.  Please make sure the Treasurer and Student Accounted Chairperson has your most current and frequently checked email address.  The band fees for the 2011-2012 school year is $500.
We do not want financial problems to be an obstacle to students participating in Marching Band.  Students and families who actively participate in fund-raising but are having difficulty with meeting financial obligations should contact the Band Director, Treasurer or Band Booster President.  We believe ALL students who want to be in band deserve that chance.
Annual band fees shall be valid from June 1st thru May 31st.  If a person has a child who is a member of the PCHS Band, his/her membership is not dependent upon the payment of said dues.  In this case the payment of dues is to show further support of the band department and this club.  

Band fees are not refundable.  In the event your child must drop out, your payment will be considered a contribution to PCHS Band Boosters.

A minimum non-refundable payment of $50.00 is due on July 5th, which will be applied toward the band fees.  You may mail all your payment so to PCHS BAND BOOSTERS P.O. BOX 1302 DALLAS, GA 30132 or personally make a payment during a Band Camp.
You will have the choice of either making a onetime payment for the full amount or making payments.  I have taken the liberty to set up a payment plan.

*A credit of $100 will be issued to the student’s account if all of the following criteria are met:


1.  Work 2 nights in the concession stand during home football games.


2.  Attend 6 PCHS Band Booster Meetings.

Only full credit will be issued upon completion of the 2 criteria listed above.  No partial credit.

Come to Booster meetings. It’s how you really know what’s going on, and if you don’t know, you can ask! There is often a mysterious communications breakdown between the school and your house. We all have very responsible kids in band, but there is so much going on in their lives, sometimes they just space out getting us the information.

Band costs money! Participate in Scrip. It helps pay your child band fees.  If you participate in Scrip, you could possibly pay for all of it thru Scrip.

Ms. Young is probably the busiest teacher in the whole school from now until the end of October. She loves your kids and wants what’s best for them, never doubt that. But if she seems abrupt in your communications, just know that she’s got a zillion things on her mind right now.

Band camp is hard work! Your kids may get discouraged from all the drill and being in the hot sun. Sympathize and let them know that it doesn’t last forever. Eventually they will “get it” – that all of that hard work was necessary to achieve the goal of an excellent show. And send in big water jugs for them to drink from and lots of sun screen – they’ll need it.

Yes, your kids will march at home football games, but that is really just a “dress rehearsal” for what happens on Saturdays. Your kids will be busy Saturdays during the month of October. They will be going to Band Invitational competitions throughout the state. So don’t let your Saturdays get filled up by other things this fall. You will want to go to as many of these competitions as you can. There is a huge thrill watching these kids perform. It is hard to describe the pride you feel when you see these very talented students take the field. Do not miss it. There are many parents that go to these things. Just look for the big block of parents dressed in Pride of Paulding Band shirts and come sit by us.
